A schedule of applications was presented along with a list of late items. 
 
(a) 13/00117/FUL – Erection of 95 dwellings with associated parking, garages and 

infrastructure, land adjacent Woodgate Road, Burbage – Mr Lee Griffin 
 

Whilst in support of the officer’s recommendation that the application be refused, 
it was moved by Councillor Hall and seconded by Councillor Moore that further 
reasons for refusal on grounds of ecology, highway capacity and safety and 
impact on neighbours (policy BE1) be added. Upon being put to the vote the 
MOTION was CARRIED.
